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However, there are personal, political, educational, and legal methods of
blocking the multicultural movement and perpetuating a sense of fear and
mistrusts among those who have not been part of the dominant group in
our society. This type of hegemony has persisted in predominantly White
campuses because of a failure to require multicultural courses, the paucity
of multicultural faculty and administrators, and finally the small
representation of multicultural students, thus enabling the dominant
culture to maintain an attitude of intellectual and cultural superiority.

Write an essay on multiculturalism. In this essay, you are supposed to provide
answers to the following questions as thoroughly as possible:

1. According to the passage above, what kind of “hegemony” still exists in American
universities? Do you agree or disagree with the author’s argument?

2. What is multiculturalism? What kind of values multiculturalism aims to promote?
3. Do you think multiculturalism is an urgent issue in Taiwan? Why or why not? Do
you think that universities in Taiwan are multicultural enough, in terms of courses,

teachers, students, etc.?
